It is the responsibility of the Government Program Office to submit a request for change in the event-driven date for reporting through the CADE website for CAPE approval before relief is given for the date reflected in the CAPE-approved CSDR Plan.

After the registration information has been verified, CAPE shall authorize the user account and requested roles. All CADE Portal accounts need to be renewed at least annually.
